Background. The article discusses the problem of female identitys
formation in the modern context determined by the worldview of post-
modernism. The relevance of this study is due to the urgent need for the-
oretical understanding and practical scrutiny of the linguistic role as
means of constructing gender through the verb.

Purpose. The study is aimed to ascertain the dynamics of female iden-
tity s formation in literary text through verbal presentation.

Materials and methods. The survey is based on: the definitional anal-
ysis of gender tendencies, problems of female genius, contextual obser-
vation of speech material of the fictional work, as well as linguistic facts
interpretation and collation, statistical data manipulation.

8 jer Abruptly she saw herself as a small unimportant person—a plain, brown-

haired orphan girl in dull institutional clothes. She was half the size of these
easy, insolent students with their loud voices and bright sweaters. She felt
powerless and silly. But then she looked at the boards again, with the pieces
set in the familiar pattern, and the unpleasant feelings lessened. She might
be out of place in this public high school, but she was not out of place with
those twelve chessboards. “Take your seats and be quiet, please.” Mr. Ganz
spoke with surprising authority. “Charles Levy will take Board Number One,
since he’s our top player. The rest can sit where they want to. There will be
no talking during play.”

Suddenly everyone was quiet, and they all began to look at Beth. She looked back
at them, unblinking, and she felt rising in her a hatred as black as night.

She turned to Mr. Ganz. “Do I start now?” she asked.

“With Board Number One.”

“And then I go to the next one?”

“That’s right,” he said. She realized that he hadn’t even introduced her to the
class. She stepped over to the first board, the one with Charles Levy sitting be-
hind the black pieces. She reached out, picked up the king’s pawn and moved
it to the fourth rank. The surprising thing was how badly they played. All of
them. In the very first games of her life she had understood more than they did.
They left backward pawns all over the place, and their pieces were wide open
for forks. A few of them tried crude mating attacks. She brushed those aside like
flies. She moved briskly from board to board, her stomach calm and her hand
steady. At each board it took only a second’s glance to read the position and see
what was called for. Her responses were quick, sure and deadly. Charles Levy
was supposed to be the best of them; she had his pieces tied up beyond help in
a dozen moves; in six more she mated him on the back rank with a knight-rook
combination. Her mind was luminous, and her soul sang to her in the sweet
moves of chess. The classroom smelled of chalk dust and her shoes squeaked
as she moved down the rows of players. The room was silent; she felt her own
presence centered in it, small and solid and in command. Outside, birds sang,
but she did not hear them. Inside, some of the students stared at her. Boys came
in from the hallway and lined up along the back wall to watch the homely girl
from the orphanage at the edge of town who moved from player to player with
the determined energy of a Caesar in the field, a Pavlova under the lights. There
were about a dozen people watching. Some smirked and yawned, but others
could feel the energy in the room, the presence of something that had never, in
the long history of this tired old schoolroom, been felt there before. What she
did was at bottom shockingly trivial, but the energy of her amazing mind crack-
led in the room for those who knew how to listen. Her chess moves blazed with
it. By the end of an hour and a half, she had beaten them all without a single
false or wasted move.

She stopped and looked around her. Captured pieces sat in clusters beside each
board. A few students were staring at her, but most avoided her eyes. There was
scattered applause. She felt her cheeks flush; something in her reached out desper-
ately toward the boards, the dead positions on them. There was nothing left there
now. She was just a little girl again, without power [16, p. 28-29].

Beth had learned not to believe in God during her time in Methuen’s chapel,
and she never prayed. But now she said, under her breath, Please God let me
play Beltik and checkmate him [16, p. 66].

There was a tight little world of tournaments like the United States
Championship and the Merriwether Invitational that she knew of through
overheard conversations and from articles in Chess Review; it was time
she got into it, and then into international chess. Sometimes she would vi-
sualize herself as what she wanted to become; a truly professional woman
and the finest chessplayer in the world, traveling confidently by herself
in the first-class cabins of airplanes, tall, perfectly dressed, goodlooking
and poised—a kind of white Jolene. She often told herself that she would
send Jolene a card or a letter, but she never did. Instead she would study
herself in the bathroom mirror, looking for signs of that poised and beau-
tiful woman she wanted to become. At sixteen she had grown taller and
better-looking, had learned to have her hair cut in a way that showed her
eyes to some advantage, but she still looked like a schoolgirl. She played
tournaments about every six weeks now—in states like Illinois and Ten-
nessee, and sometimes in New York. They still chose ones that would
pay enough to show a profit after the expenses for the two of them. Her
bank account grew, and that was a considerable pleasure, but somehow
her career seemed to be on a plateau. And she was too old to be called a
prodigy anymore [16, p. 97-98].

Beth was in high school now, and there was a chess club, but she did not be-
long. The boys in it were nonplused to have a Master walking the hallways,
and they would stare at her in a kind of embarrassed awe when she passed
<... > She spent about an hour a night on her homework and made As. But
homework meant nothing to her. It was the five or six hours of studying chess
that was at the center of her life. She was enrolled as a special student at the
university for a class in Russian that met one night a week. It was the only
schoolwork that she paid serious attention to [16, p. 108].

...she felt light and springy, ready to go ahead and finish high school and
devote her energy to chess. She had three thousand dollars in her savings
account; she was no longer a virgin; and she knew how to drink <...> Beth
graduated from high school in June, and Mrs. Wheatley gave her a Bulova
watch. The back of the case read “With love from Mother.” She liked that,
but what she liked better was the rating that came in the mail: 2243. At the
school party, several other graduates offered Beth surreptitious drinks, but
she refused. She had fruit punch and went home early. She needed to study;
she would be playing her first international tournament, in Mexico City, in
two weeks, and after that came the United States Championship. She had
been invited to the Remy-Vallon in Paris, at the end of the summer. Things
were beginning to happen [16, p. 114].

She arrived five minutes early and was at the board when her opponent came
walking up, a bit awkwardly. He looked about twelve years old. Beth had
seen him around the ballroom, had passed boards where he was playing,
but she had been distracted, and his youth hadn’t really registered. <...> It
was very strange, and she felt uncomfortable. She was supposed to be the
prodigy.
