THE DEVELOPMENT OF COGNITIVE SIGNS
OF THE TSAR CONCEPT IN RUSSIAN LINGUOCULTURE
UNTIL THE XIX CENTURY

Demidova E.E.
The purpose of the article is to describe the evolution of the cogni-

tive signs of the tsar concept, defining the boundary of its development
in the 19th century.
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Objectives of the article: 1. Determine the conceptual signs of the
tsar concept through the study of the main representative of the concept
in the explanatory dictionaries of the period of the XVIII-XIX centuries.
2. Summarize the data obtained by comparing them with the motivating
signs identified at the preliminary stage.

The relevance of the work consists in correlating the primary signs
and their development to the level of conceptual ones in the structure
of the tsar concept. There are no studies deals with the tsar concept in
modern linguistic literature, except for two articles that touch on certain
aspects of this concept study.

The research material was six dictionaries of the Old Slavonic,
Church Slavonic and Russian languages of the XVIII-XIX centuries,
language material from the National Corpus of the Russian Language
(WWW.FUSCOFPOFa.ri,).

The main research methods include descriptive, conceptual, inter-
pretive, component analysis of dictionary definitions.

The development of the tsar concept structure significantly expands
the number of conceptual signs. There are 18 motivating signs for this
concept; 34 conceptual signs appear in the period from the 18th to the
19th centuries. The tsar belongs to the category of developing concepts
during this period. This concept is relevant for the Russian linguoculture.
Conceptual signs in the structure of the tsar concept are combined into
10 blocks: 1. Status (‘supreme ruler / ruler of the land / people / state’,
‘sovereign /ruler’, ‘lord’, ‘sovereign’, ‘emperor’, ‘kaiser’, ‘king’, ‘mon-
arch’, ‘lord’, ‘ruler’, ‘autocrat’, ‘sultan’, ‘Tatar khan’, ‘title’); 2. Earthly
/ heavenly (‘king of heaven (about God)’ - ‘king of heaven (about Jesus
Christ)’ (motive.)); 3. Power (‘ruling’, ‘grazing’, ‘driving’); 4. Special
(‘strong /mighty’, ‘the most glorious / excellent among his own / having
superiority over others’, ‘senior’, ‘royal throne’); 5. Historical person-
alities (‘Ivan the Terrible’, ‘Julius Caesar’); 6. Girl (‘the horse-runner
/ the instigator of everything in girls’, ‘mother, mature and late-night
beauty’); 7. Climatic features (‘frost / cold’); 8. Way of life (‘splendid
/ luxurious’); 9. Functions (‘protect / guard’, ‘feed’); 10. The kingdom
of nature (‘eagle’, ‘fairy creature (snake) ‘; ‘plant: Petasites offic. / Ac-
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onitum Lycoctonum’). A qualitative change in the composition of con-
ceptual signs is noticeable. Such blocks of signs as “special”, “func-
tions”, “kingdom of nature”, “girl”, “climatic features”, “way of life”
appear, the block of “status” signs has been replenished, the block of
signs of “power” has changed. It is no longer Jesus Christ who is called
the King of Heaven, but God. Prospects for further research can be the
definition of a set of conceptual signs of the tsar concept in the XX—XXI
centuries, when the word tsar — the main representative of the concept —
is out of active use.
